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And I saw heaven opened, and behold a white horse; and he that sat upon him was called 
Faithful and True, and in righteousness he doth judge and make war. Rev. 19:11 
 
Out of all the prophecies of the bible and new prophecies of today, the greatest 
prophecy of all time is in Revelations chapter 19 which foretells the return of Jesus 
Christ.

16 And saying, Alas, alas that great city, that was clothed in fine linen, and 
purple, and scarlet, and decked with gold, and precious stones, and pearls! 

17 For in one hour so great riches is come to nought. And every shipmaster, and 
all the company in ships, and sailors, and as many as trade by sea, stood afar off, 

18 And cried when they saw the smoke of her burning, saying, What city is like 
unto this great city! 

19 And they cast dust on their heads, and cried, weeping and wailing, saying, 
Alas, alas that great city, wherein were made rich all that had ships in the sea by 
reason of her costliness! for in one hour is she made desolate. 
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The world will have been cast into 
chaos when Jesus returns to gather 
his own. God will deal a deadly blow 
to the Great Whore Babylon but 
Jesus will follow with punishment 
and judgment of the nations who 
succumbed to her fornication. 

And out of his mouth goeth a sharp 
sword, that with it he should smite 
the nations: and he shall rule them 
with a rod of iron: and he treadeth 

the winepress of the fierceness and wrath of Almighty God.  A winepress as 
pictured crushes grapes to extract the juice by exerting pressure upon the grapes. 
The picture at left is an ancient winepress in Israel one that Jesus would have been 
familiar with. When Jesus comes back he will exert much pressure upon the 
nations crushing them with the wrath of God.
